STORMWATER MANAGEMENT

§ 179-1. Purpose.

The purpose of this chapter is to develop, implement, and enforce a stormwater management
program to reduce the discharge of pollutants from municipal separate storm sewer systems
(MS4) within the urbanized area of the Town of Plaistow as mandated by the U.S. EPA Phase II
National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System program.

§ 179-2, Statutory authority.

This chapter has been enacted pursuant to the statutory authority granted to the Town of
Plaistow by provisions of the Clean Water Act, 40 CFR 122.

§ 179-3. Definitions.

As used in this chapter, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated:

ILLICIT DISCHARGE — Nonstormwater discharge, which is not authorized for
discharge to a delegated Plaistow stormwater conveyance system.

STORMWATER — Water from rain and/or melting snow or ice, which flows over ground
surfaces to a delegated Town of Plaistow stormwater sewer system and migrates to a State
of New Hampshire waterway.

STORMWATER CONVEYANCE SYSTEM — A stormwater collection mechanism and
discharge point for stormwater runoff.
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§ 179-4. Program control measures.

Each of the control measures, listed below, has associated goals or best management practices
(BMPs), which will be implemented during the term of the Program and discussed in detail in
the Town’s mandated MS4 Plan.

A. Public education and outreach. -

Public participation/involvement.

Ilicit discharge detection and elimination.
Construction site runoff control.

Postconstruction runoff control.

Pollution prevention/good housekeeping.

§ 179-5. Recordkeeping.
A. Records will be kept public for period of five years and maintained by Town Hall staff.
B. Records will be only submitted when requested by the permitting authority.

§ 179-6. Enforcement.

The Board of Selectmen is hereby charged to carry out the enforcement of the terms and
conditions of this chapter and provisions of the MS4 Plan this chapter represents by statute. The
Board of Selectmen may delegate such powers to one or more designees with authority to bring
actions to force compliance with this chapter and its MS4 Plan.

§ 179-7. Violations and penalties.

Any person (including natural persons, corporations, associations, etc.) who violates the
provisions of this chapter and its MS4 Plan shall be subject to imposition of the following
penalty schedule.

A. Penalties shall be levied by the Plaistow Code Enforcement Department according to

Plaistow regulations specified to regulate construction, postconstruction, and public health
related projects. These regulations are part of Plaistow’s MS4 Plan.

B. Penalties relating to illicit discharges not under the jurisdiction of Plaistow’s Code
Enforcement Department shall be levied as follows:

(1) Written notification to cease and desist discharge within 10 days of said notification.
The cease-and-desist order shall be sent by certified mail.

(2) Upon noncompliance of a cease-and-desist order, the discharger shall be fined up to
$3,000 per day until the illicit discharge is eliminated from the Plaistow stormwater
conveyance system. '
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(3) Upon noncompliance exceeding 15 days, the discharger may be placed under the

jurisdiction of the New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services and U.S.
EPA for enforcement action.
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
