
Plaistow Village Walking Tour Points of Interest 

a. Smith Field (Ingalls Terrace) – Playground, 
courts/fields, picnic tables & more             

 
 

b. Lizard House (165 Main St.) – Can you find 
the lizards? You don’t even have to leave the 
sidewalk.         
 

c. Terra-Farms (148 Main St.) – Home of 
Plaistow Community Garden, also hosts 
scout camping trips. Former Christmas Tree 
Farm.    
 

d. Old Train Depot –Boston & Maine RR came 
to Plaistow in 1840 & the depot was built in 
1869.   
 

e. Michelle’s Creative Expressions (151 main 
St.) – Formerly a general store, now a fun gift 
& craft shop.  
 

f. Plaistow Town Green – Home of many 
monuments & hosts holiday/special events. 
Check out the gazebo!  
 

g. Plaistow Town Hall (145 Main St.) Built in 
1895 & once also housed the police 
station/jail, library, bank, & auditorium.   

 
 

h. Plaistow District Court (14 Elm St.) - Home 
of Plaistow Public Library until 2000.  
 

i. Plaistow Safety Complex (27 Elm St.) Home 
of the Police & Fire Dept. since 1986. Fire 
Dept. celebrated 100 yrs. of service in 2015  

 
 

j. Town Cemetery – See graves dating back 
more than 100 yrs.  
 

k. Plaistow Astronomy Shoppe (3 Elm St.) – 
Cool, huge telescope out back, private 
property.  
 

l. First Baptist Church (122 Main St.) – 
Established 175 yrs. ago. Hosts many 
community suppers and ice cream socials. 

 
 

m. Little Free Library (120 Main St.) Established 
in 2016 by GS Troop 11190. Take a book, 
return a book!  
 

n. Pollard School (120 Main St.) – Public school 
for grades K-5. Awesome playground out 
back!  
 

o. Brookside Chapel (116 Main St.) – Part of 
community since 1994, beautiful grounds & 
flowers.  
 

p. Plaistow Historical Society (127 Main St.) – 
Was home to the Plaistow Fire Dept for 63 
years.    
 

q. Seaver Bridge (Between 116-114 Main St.) – 
Kids love to stop and look for fish and 
insects in the water.  
 

r. Beaulieu Cabinetry (3 Westville Rd.) Part of 
community since 1975, 2nd generation 
cabinetmaking business. 
 

s. Mini Express Store (98 Main St) – Part of the 
community for many years. Great place to 
grab a snack & drink.  
 

t. Plaistow Public Library (85 Main St.) Hosts 
many community programs & has a nice 
outdoor sitting area in back.
